o Daily assemblies; acts of worship and prayer; monthly
celebration assemblies; Vicars leading Christian themed

assemblies

o Collaborative decision making (school council; house
captains; eco team)

o Extra-curricular activities (from Reception to Year 6), eg,
choirs, sports teams, cookery, arts etc

o Three basic rights: SAFE, RESPECT, LEARN

e A single school rule: consideration
